The agreement, Al Ahmadi explained, includes
cooperation in the fields of future planning for engineering
education in the Kingdom, identifying specialists needed
for the labor market and supporting the professional
accreditation program of engineers to develop the
professional level of engineering practice and to benefit
from this program to nurturing engineering education.

The agreement calls for the university participation in
the membership of the SCE councils and its committees
of professional accreditation. In turn the SCE would
participate in the membership of the scientific councils of
the University’s Faculty of Engineering. It also encourages
joint cooperation to upgrade training and continuous
development programs in engineering specializations
needed for the local market, receiving support from the
university teaching staff to contribute to training and
applied courses for engineers, accredit engineering training

who apply for receiving professional degrees in engineering.
The center will be tasked with: First, training and qualifying
engineers who plan to sit for US professional exams. Such exams
are administered according to an agreement between the SCE
and the US National Council for Examinees in Engineering and
Survey (NCEES). Under the agreement, tests are administered in
two stages: Fundamentals of Engineering (FE), sometimes called
Engineering-In-Training (EIT), and the Professional Engineer
(PE).

Second, the center will be in charge of preparing training
programs for engineers who seek a professional degree from the
Saudi Engineers Council through the engineering professional
accreditation program or other professional accreditation programs
authorized by the Council.

The two sides agreed to form an ad hoc committee to draw up
a memorandum explaining in detail the tasks and duties assigned
for each party according to the agreement.

The Saudi Council of Engineers (SCE)
showcased the engineers classification
experiment it is applying in the Kingdom and
results in a seminar on the “Classification of
Engineers and Profession Practice System” at
the Intercontinental Hotel in Muscat, May 22,
2010 under the patronage of Advisor of Sultan
Qaboos for Economic Planning HE Mohammad
Ben Al Zubair.

The Sultanate of Oman adopted the Saudi
model where SCE officials helped Gulf
organizations to assess the dossiers of 60 Omanis
professionals who have obtained their degrees
as consultative and professional engineers.

Patron ofthe seminar Ben Al Zubair distributed
accolades as these are the first professional
certificates gained by engineers at the national
level in an auspicious ceremony attended by
top Omani officials. The event was described
as a new stage in professional engineering
performance providing the basis for greater and
more effective role in professional associations
and engineering organizations in particular to
serve the country and citizens.

The seminar was organized by the Omani
Engineers Association in cooperation with
the Gulf Engineering Union and the Saudi
Engineers Council. Representing the SCE were
Secretary-General of the Council Eng. Ghazi
Ben Mohammad Al Ahmadi and Director of
the SCE Accreditation Center Eng. Sulaiman
Ben Ibrahim Al Amoud who outlined the Saudi
experiment.

The seminar discussed the possibility of
placing a unified system for engineering
practice at the level of the Arab Gulf states
and established an Omani system for engineer
classification. It was also attended by the
Secretary-General of the Gulf Engineering
Union, heads of engineering companies in the
Arab Gulf and Omani engineers.

The seminar included a presentation of the
Saudi experiment in professional accreditation
of engineers and the results of applying this
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experiment by the Saudi Engineers Council that is largely
accepted in Saudi Arabia. The SCE qualified a large
number of Saudi engineers specialized in vital engineering
sectors such as in petrochemicals, water desalination, the
military field and consultative service sector. The Kuwaiti
experiment in this field was also showcased.

Participants in the seminar also discussed the idea of
establishing a unified system for the Arab Gulf states where
the Saudi delegation presented a proposal to regulate the
work of the engineering and consultative companies in
the Gulf area. The presentation by Al Ahmadi aimed at
developing the engineering profession, and strengthening
relations between Arab Gulf States in this field by utilizing
Gulf expertise.

At the closing session, participants adopted a set of
recommendations, most important of which is unifying
rules of rehabilitation and classification based on the Saudi
experiment. They also called for a revision every six months
and presenting the application results during the follow-
up meetings of the Gulf Engineering Union (GEU) held
twice every year. Participants also recommended studying
a proposal to establish a council for rehabilitation and
classification under the umbrella of the GEU general
secretariat. The council will be tasked with reviewing basis
for professional accreditation of engineers, in addition to
drawing up a plan to regulate the practice within a general
framework and part of the GEU strategic plan.

The training includes a program covering all of the
professional phases the engineer pass through and the
requirements he needs, seeking to develop his skills to enter
the labor market and is divided into three main phases:
Administrative and behavioral skills, general engineering
skills and specialized engineering skills.

Registration terms: Applicants should be Saudi nationals
having gained a bachelor degree in one of the required
specializations. He should be free for training and not working
with any party during the program that lasts four months.
